13 Then Simon himself believed also: and when he 

was baptized, he continued with Philip, and 

wondered, beholding the miracles and signs 

which were done.

Acts 11:5-17 KJV

• 15 “And as I began to speak, the Holy Ghost fell on them, as on us at 

the beginning.”

• 16 Then remembered I the word of the Lord, how that he said, John 

indeed baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy 

Ghost.

• 17Forasmuch then as God gave them the like gift as he did unto us, who 

believed on the Lord Jesus Christ; what was I, that I could withstand 

God?
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Acts 10:1-5 KJV – Cornelius’ Vision 

• There was a certain man in Caesarea called Cornelius, a centurion of the band called the 

Italian band,

• 2A devout man, and one that feared God with all his house, which gave much alms to the 

people, and prayed to God alway.

• 3He saw in a vision evidently about the ninth hour of the day an angel of God coming in 

to him, and saying unto him, Cornelius.

• 4And when he looked on him, he was afraid, and said, What is it, Lord? And he said unto 

him, Thy prayers and thine alms are come up for a memorial before God.

• 5And now send men to Joppa, and call for one Simon, whose surname is Peter:
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Acts 10:9-43 KJV – Verses Recap

• Peter’s Vision (Great sheet bound on the four corners. Verse 9 – 16

• Peter summoned to Caesarea by men sent from Cornelius. Verses 17 – 23

• Peter meets Cornelius, in Caesarea. Cornelius calls his relatives & Friends. Verses 24 – 33

• Peter preaching to Cornelius & his household. Verses 34 - 43



Acts 10:44-48 KJV
44 While Peter yet spake these words, the Holy Ghost fell on all them which heard the word.

45And they of the circumcision which believed were astonished, as many as came with Peter, 

because that on the Gentiles also was poured out the gift of the Holy Ghost.

46For they heard them speak with tongues, and magnify God. Then answered Peter,

47Can any man forbid water, that these should not be baptized, which have received the Holy 

Ghost as well as we?

48And he commanded them to be baptized in the name of the Lord. Then prayed they him to 

tarry certain days.
